A regular meeting of the Board of Aldermen was held Tuesday, July 10, 2007 at 7:30 p.m.
in the Aldermanic Chamber.

President David Rootovich presided; City Clerk Paul R. Bergeron recorded.

Prayer was offered by City Clerk Paul R. Bergeron; Alderman Richard L. LaRose leading in the
Pledge to the Flag.

The roll call was taken with 12 members of the Board of Aldermen present; Aldermen Richardson,
Williams, and Plamondon were recorded absent.

President Rootovich

Alderman Richardson, Alderman Williams, and Alderman Plamondon either have business
commitments or are on vacation this week.

His Mayor Bernard A. Streeter and Corporation Counsel David R. Connell were also in attendance.

REMARKS BY THE MAYOR

Thank you Mr. President. From the Division of Public Works, construction on the Primary Clarifier
Rehabilitation is ongoing. Work on the last set of tanks (tanks 1 and 2) has started, and the
contractor has begun installation of tank covers.

The consent decree regarding the CSO System optimization measures requires that modifications to
the various CSO outfall structures be designed starting August 18! Three Consultants submitted
proposals for the design and were interviewed last month. Hazen Sawyer was selected as the most
qualified firm, and after four reviews of their cost proposal, an amount of $229,454 for the design
services was agreed upon. The contact will be awarded following approval by the BPW and the
Finance Committee.

The New Hampshire Waste Management Council has agreed to stay the City's appeal of the DES
denial of the setback waiver request at the Four Hills Landfill while the re-application is prepared
focusing on odor control. A draft of the re-application has been received and is being reviewed with
submission of the final package to NH-DES expected to be completed next week.

The third electronics collection was held last month with about 200 automobile visits plus the city's IT
Department. Combined they came through with bringing in over 600 pieces. A total of 25,140 Ibs. of
E-waste was diverted from the landfill, bringing the total to 29 tons. The next event will be Saturday
July 21,

The scrap metal bid for June went to NRRA/Advanced Recycling. Nearly 300 regular tons were
picked up, for which the City was paid $46,500. The next household hazardous waste collection will
take place on Saturday August 4th from 8:00 a. m. to 12 Noon at the DPW Garage.

The Mine Falls Park Advisory Committee held a trail day with members of the New England Trail
Wrights Association. The 2 groups improved an area of erosion on a trail near Nashua High South
School. As we all know the July 4" Field Day and July 8" fireworks were a big success. Special
thanks go to City Streets for sponsoring lunch for the children on the field day.
