Bernice Lopez of the United States Census Bureau provided the Board of Aldermen with a
presentation as part of her duties in spearheading a public relations campaign for the entire
State of New Hampshire and collaborating with municipalities, non-profit organizations, and
faith-based communities to promote awareness of the 2010 Census (April 1, 2010) and to
increase the response rate.

Nashua had a 76% mail back response rate in the 2000 Census, which was likely one df the
highest throughout the state.

Ms. Lopez provided educational material to the members of the Board of Aldermen (copy
attached).

From April 20" to June 30" there will be crews of 6-8 people throughout neighborhoods
verifying addresses. This will improve the mail out of the questionnaires in March of 2010. Will
be recruiting beginning late summer/early fall for enumerators (individuals who knock on the
doors of those individuals who did not respond to the questionnaire). These individuals will be
visiting households from April — July 2010.

Have identified certain areas throughout Nashua where a questionnaire system center will be
located to assist individuals with questions on form completion. Be Counted sites (boxes) have
also been located where individuals who do not receive a questionnaire can acquire one.
