Mr. Terry Allvord, CEO, of the American Defenders of New Hampshire provided the Board of
Aldermen with a presentation (copy attached).

* The company is structured with 5 teams; the most senior being the one based at Holman
Stadium, under that is a summer collegiate team located in the Berkshires (Wahconah Park), a
U.S. Military All-Star team (travels worldwide - the only team that represents service members
that are active duty (has also included reserves, veterans, first responders, border patrol, FBI
agents, and celebrities), the Latin Stars team, and under that, a summer collegiate traveling
team that plays with the U.S. Military All-Stars.

Touched on opportunities provided to younger individuals to come in, be evaluated, receive
scholarships, receive a place to play in the summer collegiate team in the New England
Collegiate Baseball League, and eventually an opportunity to play in the City of Nashua.

Spoke of the team's travel to Central America (6 countries) and the conduction of free clinics for
over 45,000 children as well as a recent free clinic held for the Nashua South Little League.

Commented they have received invitations to travel to Japan, Italy, and Israel in the fall. They
utilize any type of aspects where they can integrate the local team with the touring team. As an
example, the Mexico Tournament that was put together was to include the Military All-Stars and
the pro team from Nashua. That was to be the first NAFTA Tournament, and would have been
a great opportunity had the tournament not had to be cancelled.

When the season ends, some of the Nashua players will be able to participate alongside the
touring team to provide the opportunity to prolong their season and compete against
international teams.

Remarked, conceptually, it is a minor league system from top to bottom. Spoke of the coaching
staff and their extended experience.

In response to questions posed, replied:

There will be foreign teams playing at Holman Stadium such as the Dominican and Latin Stars
teams.

Concerts are planned to take place at Holman Stadium; the Air Force Band, Afterburner on July
4" and Doug Flutie’s Band on June 27th. Also stated they have bid on a number of other
performers. Believes there may also be an opportunity to conduct movie premiers at the
stadium.
