REMARKS BY THE MAYOR

Thank you Mr. President, members of the board. Tonight, my remarks are focused on R-09-177
relative to Neighborhood Stabilization Program. This board approved this resolution in April. Our
grant application to the Community Development Finance Authority laid out a very well thought out
plan that we were confident clearly identified our priorities and our approach to achieving them.

We focused on actual neighborhood stabilization, and although we identified approximately 6 key
properties in the tree street area, our plan was not simply purchasing properties. Our application
requested $5.9 million dollars and leveraged another identified $600,000 of other federal funds we
currently administer, including HOME and lead paint.

We were notified late last week that we were awarded $1.5 million. While that may seem significant,
we believe that it will not provide the necessary funds to make a positive difference in the overall
goal of neighborhood stabilization. In fact it represents a quarter of our request.

At this time, we have informed the Community Development Finance Authority that we are likely to
decline this award.

We do not make this statement lightly, and | understand some could argue that $1.5 million dollars
could indeed make a positive impact. It is important to note that this award speaks specifically to a
single property that we had identified as they did, and explains how they believe the funds could
cover the costs. We do not believe that to be the case. In fact we think that this could actually put
the city in a difficult position taking on a project that would require additional funds that we do not
have.

This should not be seen as a negative reflection on the Community Development Finance Authority.
In fact the time and effort they put into pulling together a grant program in such short notice on
behalf of the state was remarkable. Not to mention their dedicated staff that even made time for site
visits to communities from Berlin to Nashua. They, like many of us in similar situations, found the
demand significantly greater than the available resources to meet it.

| think there are times even when it is difficult, that a community may in fact be in a position to make
the tough decision to turn down funds because sometimes in the long run, if you can’'t deliver what
you believe is in the community’s best interest a better decision is to be prepared for the next
opportunity.

Every proposed and adopted budget and every
budget resolution and supplemental budget resolution that is adoptable contain the dollar figures of
the combined annual municipal budget, the dollar figures under or above the growth limit defined by
the Spending Cap, and the maximum dollar figure eligible for exemption under an override vote.
