REMARKS BY THE MAYOR

Thank you Mr. President, members of the board. Tonight I'd like to begin my comments with cell
towers. It became clear to me early in my term that we had many different approaches, contracts,
and levels of revenue from cell towers. Some of which we own, some of which we own the land they
are on, and most which allowed for sub-leases. As a result, many of you may recall | asked Mr. Bill
Mansfield, the Manager of our Citywide Communications Department, to be our ‘gatekeeper” so to
speak on cell towers. He reports to me that since he has taken on the task he finds a variety of
issues that need to be addressed not the least of which is the city being positioned to better
understand the demands of changing technology and what provisions we may want to include in
leases and requirements for the non-city owned towers.
