Mr. D’Antoni noted that over 75% of the abatements that have been granted are falling into the 10% rule. This 

just supports the overall quality of the assessments.  Mr. D’Antoni also thanked Cheryl Walley with providing 

the statistical updates to the Board.   

Mr. D’Antoni commented that it is unfortunate that the new construction assessments, building permit 

inspections and sales data collections were disrupted because of this influx of abatements.
