Thank you Mr. Chairman. What | have prepared is an analysis of different accounts that we
could do a transfer from rather than do a supplemental appropriation into the water system
acquisition, the 699-07 account.

| did review, as | had stated at the previous meeting, the accounts that Alderman Flynn had
identified in his memo of January 22" mostly related to all dental costs, and that reflects about
$275,000. Then we had gone into the various departments to look at any anticipated
unexpended payroll accounts through June 30. | also have spoken with Mayor Lozeau so she is
aware of these accounts too. The accounts we are looking at are in the Mayor's Office
approximately $7,000, in the Legal Department $10,000, in Community Health $9,000, in
Environmental Health $9,000, Planning Department $30,000, and Economic Development
$35.000. These are all based on vacancies and unexpended appropriations in the payroll
accounts.

What | did is | did not ask the Legislative Office to prepare any amended resolution at this time. I
thought what | would do is just present this to the committee tonight, and if you vote favorably on
this then | could speak with either Mrs. Lovering or Mrs. MacMillan and have that in your packet
on Friday for a vote at next Tuesday’s meeting.

Thank you Mrs. Anderson for taking the time and looking elsewhere for funds to cover this cost.
What | would like to understand in a little more detail is out of the 6 items you have they are all 11
accounts?

Carol Anderson

They are all 11 accounts. | don’t have the sheet with me that breaks down the analysis, but you
have pluses and minuses within the departments or the divisions so | looked at this in more of a
broad spectrum, and | chose these department numbers. Then what | thought | would do is do

like an 11999 adjustment to those accounts for these, and put that on the resolution.
