Director Hersh did you want to give the committee an overview?

The piece of legislation before you is twofold. It is to recommend that $50,000 be allocated from
the Conservation Fund to continue to fund the consulting services of the Forest Society. The
purpose of that would be to continue to have the Forest Society assist the Conservation
Commission in acquisition of either properties or easements.

There is a conservation fund in the City of Nashua, and that is funded by penalties when land is
taken out of current use. That fund right now is about $2.6 million. We had a number of
discussions about this over the last year or two, and the Conservation Commission contracted for
a Natural Resources Inventory, and that was completed a little over a year ago. That helped to
identify the criteria to evaluate properties that would be appropriate for consideration for
ownership by the city or protection by the city.

They completed that a little over a year ago, and then they went through and literally worked
through about 50 properties a few at a time at their meetings, and went out and looked at the
properties and got more information about the properties, and used the criteria to determine the
importance of pursuing those properties.

They have a list of properties they have identified, and now they need to be able to have the tools
to go out and pursue those properties. Some of them they may be able to come back to the
Board of Aldermen and recommend that the city consider acquiring those properties or
easements, and some of them may not be appropriate when they pursue them further.

The $50,000 would be to contract the services from the Forest Society who does this on a
regular basis. That is what they do. The Forest Society owns 43,000 acres in the State of New
Hampshire of forest and other land that they protect. Some of the land in the City of Nashua the
Forest Society holds the conservation easement for the city.
