Also on the Dive Team, there was some discussion of that. | spoke with the Chief and the pieces that go into
that $23,000 are an outside vendor that provides the training classes for like $8,800, equipment purchases of
$8,500, and certification costs of $4,500, which comes up just short of that $23,000 that is on this line item.
