Alderman Cookson

Thank you. 0-08-21 is in regard to which resolution?

Chairman Plamondon

That is the amending the overnight parking time limits.
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Alderman Cookson

Thank you. In that communication, was there expected to be a recommendation from that
committee that submitted the memo because there is not one.

Chairman Plamondon

That is correct there is not one. They basically have a difference of opinion with the various
parties involved in the traffic safety advisory group.

Alderman Cookson

And that differing opinions has been expressed to you, but it is not necessarily documented
within the memo. Is that correct?

Chairman Plamondon

Actually it is in the document. The Fire Department has their opinion, Street Department, Police,
Planning, Traffic & Parking, and Engineering is indifferent because it doesn't affect them.

Alderman Cookson

So there is no overall recommendation from that committee?

Chairman Plamondon

Not from all of them together.

Alderman Teeboom

That was a misrepresentation of what is in this memo what you just said. The Fire Department
was against it, the Street Department is against it, the Police Department is against it, the
Planning Department recommend developing a more organized parking network of permit
parking so they are not in favor of it, the Traffic & Parking Department recognizes the concerns
of the fire, police, street, and solid waste departments, and, therefore, they are against it. The
Engineering Department says it has no affect on them so they have no opinion. | would say
altogether the recommendations are against it.

Chairman Plamondon

That is correct Alderman Teeboom, but | think what Alderman Cookson was looking for what we
typically have is a paragraph suggesting support or non support, and that paragraph does not
exist. What | was explaining is basically what you just explained — each department represented
their own opinion, and you are correct overall the opinion is negative.
