Mr. Chairman, members of the committee, | appreciate the opportunity to be able to bring before
you tonight the two resolutions that are before you. | would take just a moment before the
presentation to at least call your attention to the changes so that you have a little bit of time to
think about them in case you have questions that can come up during this period of time.

You will note that the rent is the same, but it is paid in a single payment June 1%t Additional
payments of $1,000 per game be on the CanAm League schedule without interference with any
of the city youth programs meaning any of the High Schools, the Park & Rec. games, anything
that goes on there. The profit sharing in the current agreement is at 33%. Sadly we have never
had the opportunity to share in any profits because there haven’t been any. The proposal before
you tonight allows for the profit sharing to change to 20% in the first year, 25% in the second
year, and 30% in the third year. That is designed to allow them to be able to reinvest in things
they want to do in the stadium should there be profits, which | am sure they will talk to you about
some of those ideas that they have.

There is a game in here for the 4thof July. Again, the requirement is that there is no
interference. They have to work with Park & Rec. to make sure it doesn’t interrupt the children’s
field day or the fireworks that evening.

In the current agreement, there is discussion about music events at the stadium. It is not
defined. It just says there will be a Memorandum of Understanding at some point. Rather than
negotiated that later, took that opportunity to negotiate that now, and so before you, you will see
a concrete plan to say that music events are capped at 4 events. There is a flat fee per event of
$2.500. There is no music events allowed during the school year, and on weeknights they have
to end at 10:00 p.m., and on Friday and Saturday nights they have to end at 11:00 p.m.

| will also point out that this completes the original 10 year agreement that runs out in 2011.
Attorney McNamee will point out to you three additional clarifying changes that are different than
the resolution that you have tonight, and he will do that after the presentation if that is okay.

| guess | would just like to say that | understand that none of us like getting information at the last
minute, but | can tell you that we negotiated in good faith; we did it in a week. | did mention last
night that | called Commissioner Wolfe to talk to him about the deadline of the 29"‘, what that
meant, and what our options might be. He expressed to me that his annual meeting required
people to fly in for a meeting on the 29" It is their hope they can vote the same way we are
going to vote for that meeting. He did not say under no circumstances can it be after the 29", 1
told him that this was something that we were going to try to get done and we would do our best
to present all of the information.
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| think we have a great opportunity here, and | think after you hear from the gentlemen | have
invited here tonight and see their presentation, | think you will see that there is an approach here
that we have not seen before that | am hopeful will actually take hold in the community and get
people excited about what they are bringing to the table.

| think it is important that we keep professional baseball here. | am pleased tonight to introduce
to you Mr. Buddy Lewis — he is the President of Boston Baseball. He is going to introduce to you
his team tonight and what each of them brings to the table. That will include a small video that |
guess we are going to have to watch from a laptop.

Buddy Lewis

Thank you very much, and thank you very much for inviting us here to present. My name is
Buddy Lewis. | am the Chairman of Boston Baseball All-Stars. What | propose that we do
tonight is first | can introduce the four principals, one of which is not here tonight, and | will talk a
little bit about him — introduce them and have a little presentation on what the program is all
about that Terry will do and then Dan will spend a little time on the baseball operations.

As | said | am the Chairman of Boston Baseball All-Stars. | am also the Chairman of Nacona
Athletic Goods, which is the last maker of baseball gloves and baseball cards here in the United
States, making products here in the United States for America’s game.

Terry Allvord at the end of the table just retired from the Navy as a Lieutenant Commander. For
the last 20 years he has been running the U.S. Military All-Star program, which he will get into.
Dan Duquette, who you probably all know is the former General Manager of the Boston Red Sox
and the Montreal Expos. Our fourth partner, Jerry O’Connor who is traveling today is our, |
guess marketing guru, and worked for the Kraft family and the Patriots for ten years.

Just to introduce some others that are here with us; David Valdez will be our Director of Player
Personnel for all of our four teams, and also the staff from the Nashua Pride that wanted to come
and join us tonight.

Let me first have Terry perhaps you can give a little presentation of what the U.S. Military All-Star
program is all about.

Mr. Allvord played a brief video containing informational highlights of the U.S. Military All-Star
Program.

Terry Allvord

As you saw on the video a little bit about the program; it was begun in 1990 when | was at flight
school at the request of President Bush, the first President. What we did is expanded the
program worldwide, and what it is it provides an opportunity for service members, active duty and
reservists, to get a chance to continue playing baseball. Our mission is to promote the
awareness of the troops that are still overseas. That is why we wear the distinctive yellow ribbon
for the support of the troops, and that is why we travel quite extensively.
