ESTABLISHING NORFOLK STREET AS A ONE-WAY STREET

MOTION BY ALDERMAN PLAMONDON TO RECOMMEND INDEFINITE POSTPONEMENT
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ON THE QUESTION

Chairman Plamondon

| am going to give a brief synopsis; earlier this summer a lot of complaints had come into the
Mayor’s office as well as to me. We have had traffic go out there; city engineer, public works
director. The initial reports came back with line of sight issues existing Norfolk onto Ambherst
Street. One possible resolve would be making Norfolk one way.

In going out and speaking with neighbors initially | was told that everybody was supportive
except for maybe two households. Then again on this street there are about five houses and
two businesses. The history of it is, it was all residential and until recently when the residential
property on the corner of Norfolk and Amherst on the eastern corner went from residential to a
printing business. Part of the site plan approved by the Planning Board was that they lost their
driveway access to Amherst Street and moved it onto Norfolk. Also part of the site plan was to
install the sidewalk to be ADA compliant (5’).

The city right of way is 40" on Norfolk. When the construction went in city policy or practice |
should say has been installing a sidewalk at the edge of where the pavement begins. The net
is that we still have 22-23' of pavement. There is no change in that respect. However, prior to
the sidewalk, when it was dirt and lawn with cross vehicle traffic going in and out vehicles had
the opportunity where they could drive into the dirt and lawn area thereby making the street
wider. Now the sidewalk with the granite curbing prohibits that.

The other thing is now with the business there, there is at least one tractor trailer every day
making paper deliveries and some other commercial traffic. The problem is it chokes the street
down if there is a vehicle trying to exit from Norfolk and vehicles trying to enter. The opposite
side of the street a resident lives on and there is no sidewalk there, no restrictions, the resident
has graveled it, and typically, within the letter of the law (25 away from the corner), typically
parks a pick-up or a small trailer.

That is the layout of it. What has happened is when, especially a larger vehicle is trying to exit,
and there have been times when vehicles trying to turn onto Norfolk don’t have any room.
There is a little bit of room to pull in and then that is it. If there is a second car of vehicle trying
to pull in, it is queuing onto Amherst Street.

| have gone out there and looked at it several times, | have had traffic go out a second time,
and | get the same report. We got that same report when the legislation was first introduced
about 6 weeks ago and then we put it on hold here. It basically says line of sight, possible
problems with hedges, road width, and two-way traffic. Again one possible solution would be a
one way and a neighborhood meeting would be recommended.

Trying to come up with a solution for everybody, | couldn’t get everybody around the same table
thus | introduced the legislation with the intent of putting it on hold to try to get communication
flowing on this, and I think that is what has happened. | personally don't think the one way is
the right answer. | think there are other solutions. | am pleased that everybody is talking and |
am hoping that the neighbors can work out a solution to this. | think we can do so just being
neighborly.

As of last weekend | was back out there again with city engineer and Public Works Director,
Kenison surveying the situation. We got the same results as we have been looking at all along.
