| wanted to bring up the prior year projects that have not either been completed or that have
some funding that we could possibly re-program to some of the requests that we have for
funding. Scott could you give us a little bit of a breakdown on what is out there that has been
left over from projects that might be re-programmed?
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Scott Slattery

I will start with the oldest monies first. Going back to FY04, there is $50,000 that was allocated
to the Greater Nashua Council on Alcoholism or Keystone Hall as it is frequently referred to, to
do some capital improvements to their facility over in the millyard district. To date, none of
those facility improvements have moved forward so that $50,000 is still sitting there. | have had
conversations with Mr. Kelleher, the Director of Harbor Homes that oversees Keystone Hall.
They have some ideas, they don't have some ideas, they are ready to move forward, they are
not ready to move forward. As it stands here today, there is no viable plan in place; there is no
idea as to what they are doing.

| know there is talk of them perhaps moving to another facility not in the millyard. | am not real
sure, and | certainly wouldn’t want to speak for Mr. Kelleher. | also know that there are some
other ideas and grant type of things that are happening in the millyard district, but presently
today $50,000 left over from Keystone Hall.

In FY05, there is $2,012 left from our building renovations at the Adult Learning Center. There
is $7,803.17 left from Department of Public Works, which was called Hellenic Circle handicap
ramps. In a minute | will get to where there are some other handicap ramp money as well. |
have not had conversations with the Public Works Director. | am not sure whether they are
moving forward, if they have identified other intersections. | throw that out there for the
committee to know that $7,800 is still sitting there.

Alderman Plamondon

Just a point of order — | just want to keep things in perspective. The motion on the floor in
reference to R-08-22 is regarding the funding that we have before us now. | just don't want to
confuse things by going over past monies. | think we need to talk about this, but just for
clarification say any of these monies, re-appropriations, would mean legislation and public
hearings so anyone in the audience or whatever listening — | don't want anyone to think that
these monies are ready to grab and we can just shift and apply to the organizations that we
have heard tonight or are still on the list waiting.

Correct me if | am wrong, but | just wanted that clear.
