The Health Department does a good job. They are proactive in making sure that kids that need
immunizations get them. This is a tuberculosis prevention and control service. | am sure they
are not going to give it to just anybody without some kind of parental consent form. |s there
further discussion?

Chairman Wilshire

We did get a communication from Scott Slattery on Monday, May 4" with the CDBG HOME
allocations. Those amounts are as follows; the CDBG $739,233 and the HOME funds are
$563,317. We have to amend further the spreadsheet that we have been working with by
$5,828.

Alderman LaRose

So we have $5,000 some odd more?

Chairman Wilshire

Less than what we have in the spreadsheet so we have to cut $5,828.00 from what we
amended at our last meeting.

Alderman LaRose

How much money are we allocating for the netting? | thought | saw a different figure.
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Chairman Wilshire

It was $8,000 originally. Now it is $6,000.

Alderman LaRose

But | thought on this thing | took off the e-mail the other day, | thought it said $2,000.

Chairman Wilshire

It is at $6,000 as it is in the resolution.

Alderman Flynn

There is a little bit of potential confusion here tonight Alderman LaRose. The copy that was left
on our desk tonight that says amended as of 4-30-09, that is the correct copy, but that is not the
copy if you print it off the internet within the last week. There were some errors on that sheet.
As we walked in this evening, we had this corrected copy on our desk. The easiest way for me
to identify it as the newest version is, the numbers are actually what we adopted in committee,
but they are not always sent to us over the internet, but the easiest way to identify the right copy
is to go to the first page, if you go to the second full paragraph, “THAT the following CDBG
activities ...$739,233" that is the only copy that is good.

This is the copy you should be using for tonight's activity if that is the copy you have. ‘Anything
you brought from home is — the items aren’t even numbered consecutively and there were
things that should have been deleted — a few errors. | think my own notes to myself seem to be
correct, but | couldn’t make it quite clear | guess to the office. She has made it real proper for
us tonight.

Alderman LaRose

So now we have to figure out how we are going to reduce the figure to reflect $789,2337 Is that
correct? '

Chairman Wilshire

We can either take the $5,828 from that line or from the $198,273.

Alderman LaRose

Let me put something out there just for discussion, and we can vote on it and see what
happens. | do this not because | want to, but | would delete the $15,000 from the Nashua
Police Athletic League, and | will tell you why.

Alderman LaRose

When we went to visit one of the things that they really needed was the air conditioning. That
has been accomplished or is being accomplished because there was money left over from the
sewer project. The $15,000 was for renovations of the restroom and painting. Now when |
went there and you were there, | didn’t find the restrooms in such disrepair or a health hazard
that it had to be done right away. As far as the painting goes, | thought the building looked
pretty good. The only place that | saw that needed painting was upstairs where the boxing ring
is and they had put in a new ceiling or a portion of a ceiling that could be painted.

| really question because when | talked to the Director he thought it would cost about $5,000 or
$6,000 to paint the building. | find it difficult to believe that $10,000 would really take care of the
bathrooms correctly. | think it was just a figure he used. To my knowledge, he had no
professional person come in and say this is what needs to be done and this is the ballpark
figure.

| would consider eliminating this and next year have them come in with real solid figures so that
we could decide at that time if it is the right thing to do at that time.

Alderman Deane

You are currently looking for $5,8287

Chairman Wilshire

We are currently looking for $5,828, however, | would suggest to the committee that the
$19,311 that we have in contingency is probably not a high enough number, but for us to look
at at least meeting what we have tonight to make the figure of $789,233 we need to cut $5,828
from any of the CDBG lines.

Alderman Deane

| went and priced out our netting and poles and it was considerably more than $6,000, but | am
trying to work with the Park Superintendent and Gate City Fence. | did call Memphis Net &
Twine and get three different prices on three different grades of netting. The problem with the
poles are they are over 24’ and they end up having to weld them, and they want to put them 12’
apart. Now | am looking at putting them 20’ apart. The $6,000 we are kind of struggling with
right now.

| do agree with your contingency too. When you look at the bottom line of the $789,233 that
you are going to be carrying...

Chairman Wilshire

And the $198,273.
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Alderman Deane

And the $198,273. Not so much the bottom, the $198,273 as much as the contingency line
above on those 24 items that we cover with total CDBG. If you normally carry a contingency
line between 5-10 percent, granted some of these things it is a little difficult, but when you look
at the projects that people get into that have potential funding. | guess you really have to look
at what are people going to do when they open up a can of worms and end up having to find a
little more money for something similar to when we did the roof on the church at the Tolles
Street mission. Remember when we did the roof and we were talking about amending the
language to incorporate the walls and whatever and then they found out that they had wall and
floor damage?

| don't really see any projects listed in here that really have any type of issues like that. Maybe |
am overlooking something.

Alderman LaRose

| think you might be. | think if the Girls, Inc. roof repairs — when Alderman Wilshire and | were
there, they have quite a bit of water damage so they could get a surprise.

Chairman Wilshire

Kind of like the Tolles Street Mission thing. Seemed like they had quite a bit of damage there.

Alderman LaRose

They could get a surprise.

Alderman Deane

If the Girls, Inc. didn’t come here requesting some funding how would they be fixing their roof?

Alderman LaRose

They are. They are on here.

Alderman Deane

But if they didn’t come here.

Chairman Wilshire

If they didn’t ask for this money how would they fix it? They didn’t give us an alternative plan.

Alderman Clemons

| hope you give me some latitude Chairman because | realize the motion on the floor is to cut
the $15,000 from the Police Athletic League. However, | may have an alternative that might
work out if the committee so chooses. Basically what it is is it involves taking the Girls, Inc.
down to underneath the Supplemental and cutting further the Business Revolving Loan Fund by
that $30,000 amount.
