A lot
of this is people activity — counseling and testing.

Staff funding is for program coordinator for 23 hours, a lab technician for 5 hours, counselor for
2 hours and the bi-lingual/bi-cultural outreach worker 6 hours. These are in-house staff. Part
of their salary gets paid for out of this grant. They have the mobile outreach van that they use
to go out into the community and do these things.

Alderman Flynn

So these are people that are currently on staff and part of their time is allocated towards this
endeavor.

Chairman Wilshire

This is the State of New Hampshire Department of Safety Grant to the Souhegan Mutual Aid
Response Team (SMART). These funds have been awarded by the New Hampshire
Department of Safety, Department of Homeland Security, and no local match is required. The
Souhegan team is based at Nashua Fire Rescue for staffing and response purposes. The team
is available to respond if necessary to incidents that involve hazardous materials in any of the
23 participating area communities. The Souhegan team was formed in 1995 and is part of the
19 state-wide hazardous materials collaborative. This organization provides for information
sharing between and coordination of the state’s regional hazardous materials response team.

The funds provided by this grant are awarded for specific equipment purchases that have been
identified as necessary across the spectrum of teams. The equipment is consistent and
compatible so that any major event the team can function together as a single inter-operable

unit.
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These funds are awarded on a needs basis through the competitive application process. Only
pre-determined authorized equipment can be purchased with these funds. In the event there is
a need to deviate from our plan, we can address the specific issues and write into the grant
management office for permission.

In the past several year SMART has received from the Department of Safety approximately
$300,000 for the purpose of purchasing equipment and preparing the team for chemical,
biological, radioactive, and WMD incidents.

The performance period of this grant is open until August 31, 2011.

That is the synopsis from Alderman Tabacsko and Deputy Chief Steve Galipeau.

Alderman LaRose

This is run out of the Lake Street Station?

It says the Souhegan team is based at Nashua Fire Rescue for staffing purposes. They must
hold meetings there.

GENERAL DISCUSSION

Alderman LaRose

With regard to R-09-205, remarked work has started on the property, and questioned if that
would interfere with the grant funding they are seeking.

Alderman Wilshire

Explained the funding is the remainder of the monies in the HOME funds. She remarked the
building has been demolished and a new foundation is being worked on at this point. Without
additional information from Mr. Slattery, she is unaware of the details as to how that is
progressing and what other financing they may have. Remarked her understanding is there
wasn’t much insurance money involved in the property.

Alderman LaRose

Commented perhaps a developer purchased the lot. Stated his understanding of the resolution
is that four apartments are falling under the grant.

Alderman Wilshire

Only a number of the anticipated rebuild of the 17 apartments will be funded through the fund.

Alderman LaRose

Believes 4 apartments will qualify for low-income rent.

Alderman Wilshire

Stated they would probably have to stay under that low rent affordability for twenty (20) years.

Alderman LaRose

Asked if, during the twenty year period, they decide they don’t want to continue the program,
can they get out of it by paying a fine?

Alderman Wilshire

Stated her understanding they have to remain affordable for twenty years, and if the property is
sold the funding has to be paid back to the city.

Alderman Plamondon

Stated that is also his understanding.

Alderman Wilshire

Commented it is a good use of the funds, it is the right neighborhood, etc.

Alderman LaRose

Remarked it is great the disaster that occurred there will be a short lived disaster compared to
other places where the building is still standing.

Alderman Wilshire

Commented this will deplete the HOME funds from FYQ09.

Alderman Plamondon

Stated he attempted to reach the Urban Programs Department to ascertain where we stand
with contingency monies so that he could try to move ahead on the Boys & Girls Club in order
to get some funding to them prior to July 1%,

Alderman Wilshire

Remarked she had not followed through with that as she did not expect Alderman Plamondon
to be in attendance. ‘

Alderman LaRose

Questioned how the HOME funding started.

Alderman Wilshire

Remarked it is ongoing similar to CDBG funding. At some point in time, that fund became
available trough the federal government. It is like CDBG in that we get a certain allocation
every year, based on being an entitlement community.

Alderman LaRose

Remarked there should be more funding coming in.
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Alderman Flynn

Believes the anticipated amount of funding is included on the resolution for the CDBG
allocation.

Alderman Wilshire

Stated she would forward the information to Alderman LaRose.

Alderman Plamondon

Asked if anyone was aware of the current contingency amount in CDBG. Stated he is sure
there is over $80,000. Believed it was in the vicinity of $136,000.

Alderman Wilshire

Stated she could attempt to get some information from Mr. Slattery.

Alderman Plamondon

Remarked he believed they had to receive to pay the bills prior to July 1% as the funds are
CDBG contingency funds from the prior year. Believes there is a certain level of urgency.
Remarked, with the committee’s indulgence, if necessary it could be pulled at the full board.

Alderman LaRose

Questioned how the contingency rose to over $80,000.

Alderman Plamondon

Stated we typically gain $20,000 a year from Clock Tower and there were two properties sold;
one funds have been received from and one that was in probate, which we should receive a
check for in the near future if it hasn't already been received.

Alderman Wilshire

Remarked she would feel more comfortable if she knew the money was in place to cover it.
She suggested checking with Mr. Slattery or Director Hersh.

Alderman Plamondon

Informed the committee he spoke with the Mayor concerning legislation that came before the
committee on neighborhood revitalization. The Mayor had talked about turning away the $1.5
million because we didn’t get the $5.9 million requested. He had believed one of the more
expensive properties was the one on Main Street. Believed we could take the more expensive
property off the list and just work on the listed properties in the Tree Streets. Whether by
coincidence or the reason for the state’s allocation of the $1.5 million, those 4-5 properties total
$1.6 million. He was hoping these properties could be addressed, but it is more than just
acquiring the properties, rehabbing them, and setting up owners, there is a whole program that
needs to be put in place behind that.
