Held on City Property on the Channel 16 Bulletin Board

ON THE QUESTION

Alderman Teeboom

This started off as a request, and | forgot exactly where the requests started, but they came to
CTAB that, and I think it was Alderman Deane in fact who wanted to program youth sports. |
think he wanted to advertise it on the bulletin board. Then there was a larger discussion about
having private sponsored events advertised or announced on the Channel 16 bulletin board.
That led to a considerable amount of discussion in CTAB.

Finally what it got resolved to is the motion you see in this memorandum, which states that (it
was unanimously adopted by a 14 member board — | don’t know how many members were
there, but at least over 10), announcements of privately sponsored events held at city facilities,
submitted by city or school department staff or elected officials may be broadcast on the
government access channel 16. Now | should note that the FCC does not restrict what you
show on the government channel, the education channel or the public channel subject to some
minor non-essential rules not subject to this discussion.

What we did is in this board approved a policy called the policy and procedures manual
wherein in the appendix of that manual three was programming allocated to be government
programming on channel 16, education programming on the education channel, and public
access programming/public affairs things, public interest things on the public channel. The
policy and procedure manual approved by the Board of Aldermen restricted use of the
government channel to government things. It did not necessarily allow privately sponsored
things to be announced on the government channel even if those privately sponsored events
were held on government property.
